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CECs Monitoring in SoCal Habitats

o You have made significant investments in CECs monitoring over the years
 SWAMP, Bight, SMC, NPDES permits, special studies

o Large and diverse dataset exists for SoCal
 Different habitats: Embayments, offshore, rivers, streams,
* Different matrices: sediment, water, tissue

 Different CEC classes: Industrial chemicals, pesticides, pharmaceuticals, personal
care products...



But Data Are Not Used Effectively

o There is no process to integrate these data and prioritize CECs

o An established framework will allow you to:
* Refine monitoring questions and study designs

* Identify levels when management actions are needed



A framework that explicitly links concern levels
to recommended actions

Developing the Assessment Framework
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Occurrence: levels measured in SoCal habitats (water, sediment, tissues)
Toxicity: known or predicted no effects thresholds

Persistence: (in) ability to degrade over time

Trend: changes in measured concentrations over time in SoCal habitats

Cell-based bioactivity: surrogate measure of mixtures effects in SoCal habitats
